	Crime in the United States is a multi-billion dollar industry that has devastating economic effects on society.  Criminal enterprises divert money and property from legitimate public and private enterprises while rewarding, facilitating, and financing illegal activities.  Asset Forfeiture provides a remedy to be used in conjunction with criminal prosecution.  Criminal prosecutions punish people by incarceration, but leave the criminals or their replacements and their facilitators with the instruments and economic power to re-offend.  Asset Forfeiture takes the profit out of crime, attacks the profit motive that promotes crime, destroys the economic base that supports criminal enterprises, and prevents and deters the criminal use of property, including criminal profits.  Asset Forfeiture transfers the resources used in criminal enterprises to the public good.  Finally, revenues recovered through Asset Forfeiture fund ongoing law enforcement efforts against criminal enterprises, provide financial compensation for public and private victims of crime, and finance community-based crime prevention, education and rehabilitation programs. 

This one-day seminar is open to prosecutors, legal assistants in prosecution offices, and law enforcement officers.  Prosecutors and legal assistants apply through APAAC.  Law enforcement officers must register through AZPost at:  lynnh@azpost.gov. 
This training is for anyone who would like to learn more about how to utilize Asset Forfeiture in their cases.  The seminar will cover a full range of topics such as the underlying law, pre-seizure planning, seizure warrants, wire transfers, technology, and the role of legal assistants.
