· CONDUCT AT LEAST 3 TRAININGS A YEAR FOR LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES TO IMPROVE INVESTIGATIONS OF CHILD SEX CRIMES.
· DEVELOP A MORE IN DEPTH SYSTEM TO TRACK STATS FOR CRIMES AGAINST CHILDREN.
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
